BYLAWS AND CONSTITUTION OF 
UTAH CRIMINOLOGY STUDENT ASSOCIATION
ARTICLE I – CORPORATE NAME

1. The name of the student club shall be Utah Criminology Student Association.
ARTICLE II – PURPOSE

1. Utah Criminology Student Association is dedicated to promoting and participating in community engagement, scholarship, research, and education within the fields of criminal justice, criminology, forensics, justice studies, peace studies, and conflict studies.  
ARTICLE III – GOAL
1. Utah Criminology Student Association's goal is to promote, peace, caring, respect, humanity, kindness, nonviolence, community, inclusivity, diversity, equity, liberation, freedom, critical thinking, and social justice within society and on campus. 
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ARTICLE IV – MEMBERS
1. All are welcome to the group no matter their identity, major, citizenship, or if they are a student or not. 
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ARTICE V – OFFICERS

3. The President shall be the chief executive officer of the corporation; the individual shall preside at all meetings of the Student Club Leadership; the individual shall have general and active management of the affairs of the corporation; shall see that all orders and resolutions of the Student Club leadership are carried into effect, subject, however, to the right of the Student Club Leadership to delegate any specific powers, except as may be by statute exclusively conferred on the President to any other officer or officers of the corporation. The individual shall execute all documents requiring a seal, under seal of the corporation. The individual shall be EX-OFFICIO a member of all committees and shall have the general powers and duties of supervision and management usually vested in the office of President.

4. The Vice President shall act in all cases for and as the President in the latter’s absence or incapacity, and shall perform such other duties as the individual may be required to do from time to time.

5. The Secretary shall attend all sessions of the Student Club Leadership and act as clerk thereof, and record all the votes of the corporation and the minutes of all its transactions in a book to be kept for that purpose; and shall perform like duties for all committees of the Student Club Leadership when required. The individual shall give, or cause to be given, notice of all meetings of the Student Club Leadership, and shall perform such other duties as by be prescribed by the Student Club Leadership, under whose supervision of the individual shall be. 
6. The Treasurer shall have custody of the corporate funds and securities and shall keep full and accurate accounts or receipts and disbursements in books belonging to the corporation, and shall keep the moneys of the corporation in a separate account to the credit of the corporation. The individual shall disburse the funds of the club as may be ordered by the Student Club Leaderhip, taking proper vouchers for such disbursements, and shall render to the President and Student Club Leadership, at the regular meeting of the Student Club leadership, or whenever the individual may require it, an account of their transactions as Treasurer and of the financial condition of the corporation.

7. Elections of officers shall be held the first month of each semester. 
ARTICLE VI – VACANCIES

1. If the office of any officer or agent, one or more, becomes vacant for any reason, the Student Club Leadership may choose a successor or successors, who shall hold office for the unexpired term in respect of which such vacancy occurred.

2. Vacancies in the Student Club Leadership shall be filled in the same manner as noted provided for the designation of Student Club Leadership in Article V – Student Club Leadership.
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ARTICLE VII  – MEETINGS

1. All meetings can be conducted in person and/or through technological means such as, but not limited to conference call, e-mail, web chat, instant messenger, and phone.
ARTICLE VIII – AMENDMENTS

1. The Student Club Leadership may alter, amend, suspend or repeal these Bylaws at any regular or special meeting called for that purpose, except as restricted by law.
ARTICLE IX – LIMITED LIABILITY OF STUDENT CLUB LEADERSHIP
1. A club or Student Club Leadership shall not be personally liable for monetary damages as such for any action taken, or any failure to take any action, unless the director has breached or failed to perform the duties of their office; and the breach or failure to perform constitutes self-dealing, willful misconduct or recklessness. The provision of this section shall not apply to the responsibility or liability of a Student Club Leader pursuant to any criminal statute; or the liability of a director for the payment of taxes pursuant to local State or Federal Law.
